· Technology Assessments
· Committee discussed that we need to identify the technology needs of our SNA food agencies ( computers, scales)
· Discussed sending a survey electronically and physically to Food Committee Partner Agencies; SNA VISTA will work jointly with Freestore Foodbank on gathering data
· Nutrition and Gardening Education for providers
· Discussed holding a farming training for Food Committee partner agencies (for the service providers) with the goal of better informing service providers from farm to table-- the supply side of the fresh foods, how to handle/distribute them safely, and how to ensure customers/clients have the resources they need to prepare meals with the food (recipes)
· NKY Extension Office provides a Good Agricultural Practices (GAP) training- informs on food safety concerns and relevant practices for any agencies distributing fresh food; also discussed holding a hand-on training at the Giving Fields for Food Committee partner agencies
·  A training will be held in September that features a portion (condensed version) of the GAP training and a hand-on training of how the food is grown and produced at the giving fields; date and time TBD
